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With Israeli state militarism and expansionism reaching its peak with
a seven-year assault on the West Bank and Gaza and a devastating
war on Lebanon, individuals and groups around the world are
increasingly joining the campaign for boycott, divestment and
sanctions against Israel. Just as it took a world-wide, grassroots
movement to topple the Apartheid regime in South Africa, so many
are convinced that non-violent economic, political, and cultural
pressure on Israel is the only way to bring justice to Palestinians and
equality between Palestinians and Jews.
